Course Description 

 

Historically, the work of criminologists has focused on the behavior of criminals and the 

subsequent response of the justice system. Unfortunately, this criminal justice paradigm 

continues to relegate victims to peripheral or secondary status. This course is designed to 

explicate the victimology movement, which in recent years has made significant strides. The 

scientific study of victims includes the following major themes: the cost of victimization, survey 

methodology, sexual assault, spouse abuse, child maltreatment, elder abuse, homicide, 

victimization at work, and victims’ rights.

Course Requirements 

 

Completion of the following requirements will assist you in accomplishing the learning 

objectives for this course: read the assigned text; participate in classroom discussions; and take 

and complete all exams on time.  

 

 Exams (80%): Students must take and complete all four exams on time (each representing 

20% of the final grade). Exams will be available on the test dates between 5 p.m. and 12 p.m. 

(midnight). Exams will consist of questions developed from the reading assignments, lectures, 

and any supplemental information provided. Exam dates are September 20th (Exam 1); 

October 16th (Exam 2); November 13th (Exam 3); and December 11th (Exam 4). Exams will 

consist mainly of multiple-choice questions. If a student prefers to take the test in person then 

they can do so in my office.  Students are responsible for taking exams during the scheduled 

time. Make-up exams will only be given during extreme, documented circumstances. Grades 

will be posted on Blackboard. 

 

 Class Presentation (5%): Student/s will be assigned a reading that is external to the 

textbook. Students are responsible for presenting the key themes are in the article, with specific 

reference to victimology. The presentations should last no more than 10-15 minutes, with 

several minutes for questions from the class. PowerPoint, handouts and engaging presentations 

are encouraged.  Weekly presentation articles can be downloaded from my website.  

 

 Paper (15%): Select one chapter from the following text: Bales, K. (2004). Disposable 

People: New Slavery in the Global Economy.  Write a literature review on your selected 

chapter, explaining the problem in clear terms. In the paper, integrate one academic source (i.e. 

journal article) and two external sources (i.e. newspaper, television report, internet source etc) 

to expand on your key points. Make reference to the issue of global slavery and offer clear 

policy directives that could reduce the problem.  Paper length should be 5-6 pages. This does 

not include the required title page or bibliography. All submitted papers must adhere to 

American Psychological Association (APA) format. 

 

 Class Attendance: It is in the best interest of the students to attend class regularly, except 

in cases of extreme illness or emergency. In the event that students do miss class, they should 

borrow notes from someone who attended, in order to maintain continuity when preparing for 

the course exams. Students who miss more than five classes will have their final grades for the 

course reduced by one letter grade.  In accordance with university policy, the “five class rule” 

stated above applies to absences of any kind, whether “excused” or unexcused.
